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Abstract: This text is a style example for abstracts of the Conference on High Performance Scientific Computing (March 10-14, 2003, Hanoi) which do not exceed one A4-page. Normally, they should be written in LaTeX format. Only in exeptional cases, MS-Word format can be accepted, but be aware that some errors could arise when we transform them later. In any case, abstracts must be prepared according to the form described here, and then transmitted electronically to scicom@thevinh.ac.vn, or sent as file in a diskette to our contact address, in order to be taken in the abstracts volume of the conference.


It is recommended to download this example file abs4hpsc.doc from our Web site (or to ask us to send it to you by e-mail) and then to modify it with your new content. To avoid mistaken deletion of the style macro, you can begin to type within some word, and delete the old contents later. If you like to setup the macro by yourselves, please follow our instruction. It is important that the document must be saved in Word 6.0/95 format.


The document has the following Page setup (in File menu): Paper format A4 (21x29.7 cm); Page Margins: Top 5.5 cm,  Bottom 3.5 cm,  Left 3.5 cm,  Right 3.5 cm, Header 0 cm, and Footer 0 cm. The font used for the entire document is Times New Roman + Bold.


The font size of the title and of the list of authors is 14 or 12, respectively. Underline the author who will properly talk at the conference. Use ciphers as upper indices following each author's name to indicate the corresponding address of this author in the list of addresses at the end of the abstract.


The proper content begins with "Abstract:" (Bold), using the font size 11. The first paragraph  has the  Paragraph setup (in Format menu): Indication Left 0 cm, Right 0 cm, First line 0 cm (in Special), Line Spacing Single, and Spacing Before 0, After 6pt. The following paragraphs have almost the same setup, only its first line must indent  by 0.5 cm.


The list of addresses begins after the proper content and a short line. The font used here is Size 10, and italic for e-mail address. The indication ciphers stand as upper  indices before each address.
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
